This weekend we welcome Frs Wojtek and Andrew to
our 10.30 mass. It is a time formally to thank them and
the Marian Fathers for the contribution they have made
over the last sixty years to our area.

This is an end of an era. When the Marian Fathers came
to Fawley Court back in the early 1950s the Second
World War had only just ended. There were hundreds
of thousands of Poles in our country who could not
return to their native country because of the communist
regime.

They settled here and have become good citizens. The
boarding school which was established at Fawley Court
flourished till the mid 1980s and was a great contribution
to the education of the Polish country’s young people,
and also a great place where the heritage of Poland was
preserved and celebrated. The end of the communist
regime gave the freedom for those exiles and the
indigenous people to travel to and fro.

We salute the Marian Fathers and give thanks to the
Lord for the enduring work they have done. We offer
our best wishes to Frs Wojtek and Andrew as they move
to Ealing to take up a new apostate.
